Prologue

Mr. Nightingale stops at a jewellery shop where he has chosen a magnificent diamond necklace to present to his wife as a token of his affection.





Act One Scene One - The Party


Christmas is not a usual holiday but Mrs. Nightingale is using it as a time for a celebratory party. The Nightingale children are more concerned with their own presents and the friends coming to the party than their parents can appreciate. Marie, the oldest, feels bored by all the fuss. As Mrs. Nightingale’s parents and all the guests arrive, a rather aristocratic gentleman, Drosselmeyer, enters with his nephew, Kristian, and four of his schoolmates. Three exotic Russian ballerinas, on tour with the famous Russian Ballet also arrive.  They have been invited to be an entertaining divertissement for the party. 





Drosselmeyer’s close friend, a magician, is also a guest and demonstrates an amazing performance of magic for everyone at the party. Drosselmeyer has presented the youngest daughter, Clara, with a German Nutcracker as a gift which he had cast a spell on. The evening ends with the usual rituals of thanks and goodbyes and everyone goes on their way happy and joyous.






























































Act One Scene Two - The Battle


The party is over and it is long past her bedtime, but Clara is still awake.  She comes back downstairs to look for her Nutcracker and the spell begins to unfold.  Suddenly, the house seems to be overrun by mice taking all the food and presents and causing great mischief. As all this takes place, the Christmas tree grows to a huge height! Drosselmeyer returns with Kristian and his four friends, now as handsome soldiers, to protect Clara. A fierce battle ensues between the mice and the soldiers. Kristian, with Clara’s help, leads his battalion to victory and drives the mice from the house.





Act One Scene Three - The Land of Snow


As a reward Clara is taken on a magical journey to the Land of Snow where she meets the Snow King and Queen and all her snowflake subjects. 





Act Two - The Kingdom of the Sugar Plum Fairy


Clara continues her journey further until she arrives at the magical Kingdom of Sweets. Clara’s sister, Marie and Kristian, greet her as the Sugar Plum Fairy and her Prince Consort. Everyone from the Land of Sweets comes to entertain Clara with wondrous dances. 





As the night fades Clara finds herself waking from her sleep on the sofa with the Nutcracker at her side. She cannot tell if the magical journey she took was a dream or some magic of reality.
